RULES 
 

1. The Judge’s decision is final. 
 

2. The organisers accept no responsibility for accident, injury, loss or damage to any 

person, animal or vehicle attending the show. ALL COMPETITORS TAKE PART AT 
THEIR OWN RISK. 

 

3. The organisers reserve the right to refuse an entry, especially if they consider an 
entrant may be a danger to themselves or others. 

 

4. All horses to be kept in the designated areas. 

 

5. All dogs to be kept on leads. 

 

6. All competitors and their attendants to be polite to Judges and Stewards at all 
times. 

 

7. Entries must be on a signed and completed entry form and handed to the secretary 
with the appropriate fee. 

 

8. All exhibitors must be entitled to show the animals they have entered. 

 

9. Entries and fees should be sent to the Secretary on or before 28th August 2011. 

 

10. Any entry entered in the wrong class will be excluded and the entry fee will be 
forfeited. 

 

11. All winning exhibits must take part in a parade.  Failure to do so may lead to 
forfeiture of the prize. No animal may leave the Showfield before 5pm except by 
arrangement with the Secretary. 

 

12. All persons entering the Showfield in horse boxes or cars will be charged admission 
unless they hold passes. 

 

13. Winners of cups and trophies must undertake to return them to the Show Secretary 
at least 30 days before the next Show. 

 

14. All exhibitors entering the Ring must be dressed appropriately.
